· Get GED instructors to teach classes onsite at agencies
· Seek out volunteers/ pro bono workers to help out with various projects
· Request free birth certificates for foster youth from Vital Statistics
· Collaborate on plans for National Homeless Youth Month in November
· Find funding for additional staff at Covenant House
· Identify additional transitional housing providers for youth aging out
· Get MARTA engaged as community player to help kids with transportation 
· Ask 211 to identify age appropriate services for youth when they call (rather than giving general resources)
